
“A.C.T. With W riting” Test-Prep Workshops

Description:  Grades 9-12 (public, private, home-schooled).  These acclaimed five-hour workshops help students 
prepare for the ACT portion of the Michigan Merit Exam (MME) and for the national ACT.
